ACTION IMPLEMENTATION REPORT — 04

NATIONAL GREEN TRIBUNAL, Principal Bench, New Delhi

(In Review Application no. RA-06/2022 & Original Application No. 226/2020 {Earlier O.A. 68/2020(CZ)}
titled as “Om Puri Vs Hindustan Zinc Limited (HZL) & Others.”)

1. The meeting held on 27.09.24 at the District Collectorate in Bhilwara, chaired by the District Collector, aimed to
review the progress of the rehabilitation plan under the Hon’ble National Green Tribunal’s orders dated
29.03.2022. Representatives from various departments participated in the meeting. The District Collector
emphasized that all identified works under the approved plan for the sanctioned Rs. 890 lakhs should be
completed by March 2025. Additionally, all departments were instructed to submit new proposals related to
watershed management, soil health, groundwater restoration, and innovative technologies. Monthly progress
review meetings will be held with the concerned stakeholders, with bi-monthly updates submitted to the District
Collector. A detailed point-wise report on approved works was to be submitted by the Regional Officer, Rajasthan
State Pollution Control Board.

2. Key updates were provided by the departments. The Agriculture Department reported that 106 farmers had
received 55 tonnes of gypsum for 122 hectares, against a total of 325 tonnes required. The Health Department
confirmed the purchase of sonography and spirometer equipment, and that civil repairs at Gulabpura Hospital
had started on 05.10.24 and that the work is in progress. The Public Health Engineering Department has started
work on rainwater harvesting and RO plants on 01.10.24. The Animal Husbandry Department is progressing with
the construction of three veterinary centers. The Panchayat Samiti Hurda reported the completion of 26 out of 30
animal drinking troughs. The Groundwater Department is awaiting approval for recharge shafts and water
conservation proposals. The Mines Department was instructed to submit an updated report on potholes and
safety fencing. Hindustan Zinc proposed a Centre of Excellence and a 150 KLD ESR for drinking water supply. The
District Collector also directed departments to submit additional proposals for restoration activities in line with
the Hon’ble NGT’s directives.

Relevant MoM'’s of the meeting held with the District Collector, and Photographs of the progress of work on
ground are appended below.
